BACKSTOP

The SDN dial snap gage is a comparative tool and must be set to a master of known size. A cylindrical master that rep-
licates the part being checked is preferable, but a stack of gage blocks is acceptable. The tolerance of the master being 
utilized should not exceed 10% of the part tolerance.

The gage is adjusted by loosening the two locking knobs and utilizing the adjustment knob to move the entire head as-
sembly to the desired location. Next, the operator must tighten the two locking knobs to hold the head assembly in posi-
tion. Fine adjustment is accomplished by loosening the bezel clamp screw and rotating the face of the dial indicator.

The backstop is set by loosening the jamb nut and simply threading the entire backstop assembly in or out to set it at the 
desired location. Tighten the jamb nut once adjustment is completed.
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
